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Schools Commitment Form

Each school within the Development Centre, including the head teacher and senior management team members must be committed to working towards the provision of 2 hours of high quality Physical Education and extending school sport opportunities beyond the school day.  Whilst it is recognised that some schools involved in the Development Centre will be more advanced in their quality and provision of PE and School Sport than others, the involvement of the school requires further improvement and / or the sharing of good practice which must include a commitment to:

· the identification of a PE specialist to represent the school at the Development Centre partnership meetings.  Ideally this person should be someone who is experienced and able to motivate and support their colleagues in the school and other external personnel with whom it is expected that they will be prepared to work and share good practice. It is expected that this person will be supported by the senior management team, with the head teacher agreeing to time released from teaching, as well as sharing resources with the other partners in the Development Centre.

The schools in the partnership will be asked to contribute to the operational planning process and agree shared targets which will include a commitment to:

· work towards providing two hours of high quality physical education per week (averaged per pupil across each key stage);

· providing management information for the purposes of monitoring and evaluation, this will include the completion of any National questionnaire, surveys or monitoring forms;

· sharing good practice with others in the Development Centre throughout the local authority and, if appropriate, on a national basis;

· provide a structured approach to the continuous professional development (CPD) of the teachers and assistants involved in delivering physical education and school sport;

· the development and promotion of a healthy and active lifestyles policy and related action plan within the school;

· the development of a transition policy and effective key stage links;

· the inclusion of the work related to the PESS Project in both the school and PE departmental development plan;

· responding positively to strategic priorities agreed by the development centre partners;

· the development of a wide-ranging and full programme of extra-curricular activities including competitive, non competitive and participation/ recreation programmes

· the objectives of the PESS Project, not only for the duration of the Project and funding to the Development Centre but also embracing a willingness to continue that commitment after the initial funding for the Development Centres has finished.
