	Introduction:
	
	

	Ask questions to recap on previous sessions.
	

	Introduce the idea that you are looking at how people feel about drugs and reasons why people use drugs.


	

	Main 1:
	Opinion Finder
	

	· Split class into pairs, giving each pair an attitude statement with “agree”, “no opinion”, “disagree” and “comments” section (see example).

· Ask the individuals to firstly, in their pairs, respond to the statement and then go to their classmates asking them to indicate (by ticking the appropriate box) how they feel about the statement.

· When they have got everyone’s responses ask them to tally the number of “agrees”, “disagree” and “no opinion”. 

· Feedback responses – looking at the statements where there was a general consensus. 

· For the statements where there was a roughly even split between responses, ask learners to go to different parts of the room if they “agree”, “disagree” or if they had “no opinion”; then ask individuals in each group to explain why they “agree”, “disagree” or are “unsure”.
	

	
	
	

	Main 2:
	Quiz
	

	· Two rounds – split class into small teams and go through each round, noting their scores on chalkboard/wipeboard at the end of each round.

· The quiz will act as a recap session, if session 1 has already been delivered.
	

	
	
	

	Conclusion:
	
	

	Ask if there are any questions in relation to the material covered in the session.  Ask questions to ascertain that learning has taken place and the objectives of the session have been met.
