PART 11 - CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT OF EXCELLENT TEACHERS 
Professional duties of excellent teachers
68.
A teacher who is appointed to an excellent teacher post, in addition to carrying out the professional duties of a teacher other than a head teacher (as described in Part 12), including those duties particularly assigned to him by the head teacher, may be required to carry out the following professional duties:

(a) 
participating in the induction of newly qualified teachers;

(b) 
participating in the professional mentoring of other teachers;

(c) 
sharing good practice through demonstration lessons;

(d) 
helping other teachers to develop their expertise in planning, preparation and assessment;

(e) 
helping other teachers to evaluate the impact of their teaching practice on pupils;

(f) 
undertaking classroom observations to assist and support the performance management process; and

(g) 
helping other teachers, including those on capability procedures, improve their teaching practice.

Daily break
69.
An advanced skills teacher or a Fast Track teacher shall be entitled to a break of reasonable length as near to the middle of each school day as is reasonably practicable.

Guaranteed planning and preparation time

70.
An advanced skills teacher or a Fast Track teacher shall have the same entitlement to planning and preparation time as a deputy or assistant head teacher has under paragraph 65.
