Swine flu

As you may already be aware, GPs are now able to diagnose swine flu on symptoms alone. Parents have told us about a child in the school who has been told by their GP or GP Out of Hours Service that they could have swine influenza. This child is not in school and is recovering at home. 

We have checked with the National Public Health Service for Wales and nothing further needs to be done at this time. Children who have any respiratory illness should not come to school until they have recovered. If you are concerned about your child you should contact your GP for advice. NHS Direct (0845 46 47) can also provide helpful information.

To prevent any illness spreading it is always good practice to follow respiratory and hand hygiene such as: 

· Covering your nose and mouth when coughing or sneezing, using a tissue when possible. 

· Disposing of dirty tissues promptly and carefully. 

· Maintaining good basic hygiene, for example washing hands frequently with soap and water to reduce the spread of the virus from your hands to face or to other people. 

· Cleaning hard surfaces (e.g. door handles) frequently using a normal cleaning product. 

We will keep you informed if the situation changes.
